* DED is any hospital department or unit 
that accepts walk-in patients without 
appointments and that is licensed as an 
emergency department, advertised as an 
emergency department, or 1/3 of patients 
cared for in the last year had an Emergency 
Medical Condition. This includes most 
psychiatric hospital intake departments.
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patient’s condition will deteriorate 
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another hospital.
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
